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You can help marine life at the beach. Here’s how:
· Always use the seashore code.
· Become a volunteer recorder by joining the MarLIN Sealife Survey project   www.marlin.ac.uk
· Use the bins provided or take all your litter home with you.
· Don’t buy shells, dried seashorses, pufferfish or sharkls jaws here or on holiday.
· Take part in local beach clean ups. Marine Conservation Society run national annual events.
· Join the Great Eggcase Hunt in search of skate and ray egg cases and report them to the Shark Trust.  www.eggcase.org
· Clean up after your dog.
· Do not use sandy beaches for off road motorcycling.
· If you fish take all your tackle home with you including any caught on rocks.
· When bait-digging re-fill any holes you dig.
· Report stranded animals immediately to The National Strandings Line: 0207 942 5155
