1. Always place overturned boulders and rocks back where you found them and the right way up.
2. Handle creatures with care and respect and always wet your hands first.
3. Only place one creature at a time in a buckets or tray to observe it more closely and always fill your bucket with seawater.
4. Do not leave any animal in a bucket or tray for too long, as the water will become too warm and the oxygen levels will drop.
5. Always place creatures back where you found them as this is their home and they may also be guarding eggs.
6. Be careful not to trample any creatures, tread carefully.
7. Never use a net as this can damage delicate creatures.
8. Do not kick or prise creatures off rocks as this may kill them.
9. Do not prod soft bodied creatures such as sea anemones.
10. If you take shells home make sure they are empty as they may still contain live sea snails or hermit crabs.
11. Take all your litter home with you.
